Directors’ Reports:
Middle School South:

All bands will have a final concert on June 1 at 7:30 pm in the MSW auditorium.

Mr. Miller reports that marching percussion auditions will take place this Thursday after school, with the first sectional for next fall’s drumline to take place on May 21.

Orchestra 
Mr. Kinser would like to thank the boosters for providing the funds for the students attendance at Middle School OMEA Solo and Ensemble Contest. There were 4 solos and 3 ensembles with 6 superior ratings and 1 excellent rating.
