Call to Order:
The meeting was called to order by Ken Granville at approximately 7:33 pm.

Review of Minutes from September 8, 2008:
After review of the minutes, Mark Shaffer motioned for their approval, and Maxine Joseph seconded. The minutes were approved.
Treasurer’s Report:

Scott Joseph provided the Treasurer’s Report. A copy of the Profit and Loss and Balance Sheet for September 2008 was provided.
Total concession income for September was $14,356.22.

Tag Day brought in $15,279.13 plus additional funds of approximately $1,100 deposited in October.
A $1,000 instructional fee was paid to Mr. Miller and Mr. Cebriak for their arrangement and drill work.

Have not been billed for outdoor audio system.
Have not received $670 from Athletic Department for concession expenses.

Sip Howell motioned to approve the Treasurer’s Report and Steve Jashinski seconded.  The report was approved.

Directors’ Reports:
Middle School East:
Mr. Shellhammer read an email submitted by Mrs. Ballard.

-52 6th graders have begun study of instruments.

-5 observer’s form Professor Daryl Kinney’s Intro to Music Ed class from OSU will be completing observatory work starting October 20.

-7th grade percussionists will meet as an ensemble starting October 22.

-LHS Flute Choir will convene November 4 at MSE 3:30-4:30.

-Plans to resurrect Clarinet Club will be announced soon.

_All instrumental teachers will be allowed in-service time October 16 to plan for Chris Azzura’s visit in March.
Middle School South:

Mr. Miller was unable to be in attendance, so Mr. Shellhammer read a report submitted by him.

-52 6th graders have begun to play and will have their first concert on December 15 at 7:30 pm in the MSS Gym.

-The district’s 8th grade bands will perform at 7:30pm on November 3 and the 7th grade bands will perform November 6 at 7:30 pm. Both concerts will be held in the MSW auditorium.

-Mr. Miller is pleased with the progress of the 8th grade band, which is small but playing well.

-The 7th grade is also working hard in preparation for their first concert.

-In late November, the MSS 6th grade class will be attending the OSU Marching Band concert.

-In December, we will once again invite 7th grade band and choir students to take a trip to OSU for the “Musical Celebration” concert. When ticket information becomes available, Mr. Miller will be asking for GLIMB support for tickets.

-Mr. Miller is still working on options for a piano glider for the donated piano given to MSS.

-Mr. Shellhammer read a thank you card from Mr. Miller to GLIMB for the payment for music arrangements for “Classical Thunder”.

Middle School West:

Mr. Shellhammer read a report submitted by Mr. Cebriak.

-61 6th graders started on their instruments last week. Senior ambassador Melissa Miller is assisting with the large clarinet classes.

-7th grade band has 49 students and is preparing for their first concert on November 6.

Mr. Cebriak would like to thank the boosters for assisting in the purchase of new shirts and 7th graders’ new method books.
-8th grade band has 37 students and is preparing for their first concert on November 3. The band played in the school spirit rally on September 26.

-Jazz Band will be starting in November.

-Mr. Shellhammer read a thank you note from Mr. Cebriak in regards to the payment from GLIMB for his work on “Classical Thunder”.

High School:

-Jazz Band:

Mr. Shellhammer read a report submitted by Mrs. Shellhammer.

-Jazz band auditions will take place the weeks of October 27 and November 3. Rehearsals will begin on November 6.

-Chris Azzara, guest artist for the All-District Jazz Festival in March, has stated that his publishing company cannot assist with his travel. His normal fee for one day is $1200 plus expenses. Chris checked into the cost of flights and it was between $300 and $550. He would be arriving midday March 19. His activities will include a clinic to all high school students on Thursday afternoon, a rehearsal on Thursday evening and possible visits to other schools on Friday. The concert is Friday evening. He may be presenting a workshop to all the music teachers on Friday. He will need accommodations for Thursday and Friday. Mrs. Shellhammer is asking that GLIMB provide $2000 for expenses for Chris. Cindy Murray made the motion to approve the funds and Steve Jashinski seconded. The motion carried.                 $2000 approved

He is looking into getting DVD’s made of the event. Steve Jashinski will look into the cost of reproduction of the DVD’s.

-This Friday is the senior overnight. We will need parents for chaperoning and funding for food and beverages. At this time we don’t know how many kids are participating.

-Concert Band auditions still taking place. Thanks to the Boosters for providing funds to staff that participated in assisting with auditions. Thanks to Greg Miller, Rob Cebriak and Kelly Shellhammer for their assistance.

-Concert Band will begin on October 27.

-October 23 Pops Concert in Front gym at 7:30pm.

-October 24 Away football game at Groveport.
-The Freshman band and orchestra will be performing October 14.

-There is a possibility that composer Mark Camphouse will be able to work with the Gold and Blue Bands on November 13. He will be in town for Capital University Honors band so expenses should be minimal.

-Kyle Granville will be playing at the Veteran’s Memorial area in the front of the school on November 7 for a Veterans Day observation.

Concessions Report:

Some food was lost during the power outage. A refrigerator had to be replaced in one of the concession stands. There are some electrical issues, problem with an outside light and possible replacement of a hot water heater that need to be dealt with. The cost of a new 20 gallon water heater would be approximately $200.
There are 5 more events that will need concession stand help.

New Business:

Mr. Shellhammer has been looking into getting the carpeting replaced in the hallway. He has been given a quote of $3435 to replace the carpet with tile, half of this amount will be paid for by the district. GLIMB would be responsible for the other half, $1717.50.
