In order to be a member in good standing, your attendance at rehearsals and performances is required.  The calendar is developed holding extra time to an absolute minimum thereby allowing band members to “have a life” outside of band.  With any less scheduled band time, the group would be unable to present a respectable product to the public.

The following are considered  excused absences:

1) Your illness

2) Family emergency

3) Death or Wedding in family

4) Observance of religious holiday or belief

To be excused for the above reasons a signed parent note

submitted to Mr. Cebriak in advance when possible.  Last-minute emergencies can be handled by using the above information to make a contact.

WORK IS NEVER AN EXCUSED ABSENCE!  The band calendar is known well enough in advance for work schedules to be planned accordingly.  Medical appointments, family trips and other plans should be made with the commitment to the band calendar in mind.  Be responsible, plan ahead!

Unexcused absence and tardy will result in the nine-week letter grade being lowered:


4% per occurrence for tardy to rehearsal


8% per occurrence for absence from rehearsal or tardy to performance


12% per occurrence for absence from marching performance


24% per occurrence for absence from concert band performance


36% per occurrence for absence from District, State or Solo-Ensemble

In the interest of promoting healthy, happy, productive, well-rounded students, participants in fall sports and those with medical exemptions are given the opportunity to be in concert band only if they so choose and are selected for a team.  Individuals permitted to be in concert band only must be selected as a member of a fall sport team or have a physician-written medical excuse exempting them from marching band for medical reasons.  Any bandsman not selected for a fall sport team must become a member of the marching band or drop band for the year.  Members who wish to participate in both marching band and a fall sport will need to work with Mr. Cebriak and their coach to arrive at a mutually-agreeable schedule.

Attendance for Memorial Day, July 4 and Holiday Lights activities is flexible due to the nature of holidays and family travels.  Members who are in town are expected to participate in rehearsals and performances as travel plans permit.  Requests for excused absences should be documented by a signed parental note to Mr. Cebriak in advance of the absence.
